This week marks the beginning of a new phase for Northeast Care Center with the opening of the NCC Day Program at the 
Folkerth Pavilion.  This new program starts with 10 residents from the Alpha Complex who will take advantage of the 
renovated and repurposed Folkerth Pavilion that now contains various classrooms, a media/game room, and visual and tactile 
sensory rooms.   This program is an alternative to the CCB/DD programs that the these residents have accessed for many 
years.  Having our own day program offers more flexibility and options for scheduling and program content, as well as 
integration of care, than were available through the County program.  
We look forward to the expansion of the program with the addition of 10 additional residents next week at the Folkerth 
Pavilion.   The program has plans to expand even further within the next month or so when the new facility at the Foundation 
Building is completed and will accommodate another 20 Alpha Complex residents.

Fact:   Burn injuries occur in very young children and the 
elderly most frequently in the kitchen.  Here's how you can 
prevent burns in your kitchen: 
1. Keep pot handles turned inward. 
2. Be careful with long sleeves or long hair when cooking. 

Best bet:  Roll up sleeves and pull back hair. 
3. Use thick potholders as well as caution when handling 

hot objects or boiling liquids. 
4. Always monitor children nearby to 

keep them from getting burned. 
5. Always watch food that is cooking on 

the stove, and never leave the kitchen 
while cooking.
